Directions from the A64

Follow the outer ring road (A64 S&E or A1237 N&W) to the Hull/Bridlington (A1079/A166)
roundabout. At the roundabout follow the road to York and take the first exit towards Grimston
Bar Park and Ride, at the small roundabout go straight ahead until reaching either Kimberlow
Lane or Field Lane car park.

Directions from York

Follow the signs to Hull A1079 and Bridlington A166 until reaching Hull Road, continue to drive
along Hull Road towards the A64 Take the right hand turning towards Grimston Bar Park and
Ride and the Sports Village at the small roundabout go straight ahead until reaching either
Kimberlow Lane or Field Lane car park.
